Convergence with Other Government Schemes

Comprehensive development occurs in areas by integrating the physical,
institutional, social and economic infrastructure. Many of the sectoral schemes of the
Government converge in this goal, although the path is different. There is a strong
complementarity between the Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation
(AMRUT) and Smart Cities Mission in achieving urban transformation. While AMRUT
follows a project-based approach, the Smart Cities Mission follows an area-based
strategy.

Similarly, great benefit can be derived by seeking convergence of other Central
and State Government Programs/Schemes with the Smart Cities Mission. At the
planning stage itself, cities must seek convergence in the SCP with AMRUT, Swachh
Bharat Mission (SBM), National Heritage City Development and Augmentation Yojana
(HRIDAY), Digital India, Skill development, Housing for All, construction of Museums
funded by the Culture Department and other programs connected to social

infrastructure such as Health, Education and Culture.
